Also design ads so that small text (no smaller than 9 -10 point) is 100% 
black and not registration black. Create color ads as high resolution CMYK images 
(do not convert to RGB as it looses print properties).

ACCEPTABLE FILES:
a) PDF & JPEG files are preferred, they translate from MAC to PC well and can be 
easily emailed. Make sure to convert text to paths (300 dpi).
b) EPS - Make sure to convert all text to paths.

We are Macintosh based and use Illustrator, InDesign, Freehand MX and Pho-
toshop as our primary design applications. We have the capability to accept 
QuarkXpress documents (save as 4.0 document) but these are not preferred. 
We do not design in Microsoft applications and strongly discourage their use in 
designing ads. If you MUST use Microsoft you will need to create a PDF document 
and email that to us. It is essential that you adhere to these guidelines and that 
your ad size is formatted exactly for the appropriate ad size.
